Continued claims, which represent the current number of insured unemployed workers filing week ly for
unemployment insurance benefits, totaled 70,509 claims, a decrease of 1,216 claims, or 1.7%, from the
SUHYLRXV ZHH N1V25/VCoNtimued ¢aims have seen little change in the last  six weeks.

Claimants are encouraged to
use the internet to file their Ul claims, as it is the fastest and most co  nvenient way to file and reserves the
phone lines for individuals who are not able to file online. Online filing during non-peak  hours, such as early
mornings, at night or weekends is also highly recommended. To continue to re ceive benefits, claimants must
file weekly.
